While
others fled from danger, he ran towards it, showing rare bravery
as he disarmed the terrorist at great personal risk. There is no
doubt that his intervention saved countless lives, and without his
selfless actions, the death toll would have been far higher.
Ahmed represents the finest human values of this great nation.
At a moment when absolute evil was witnessed, he shone as an
example of humanity and moral courage. He risked his life to
protect others, and his actions serve as a powerful reminder of
what it truly means to be Australian.

The attack has also renewed calls to strengthen measures
against hate speech and so-called “hate preachers.” Community
leaders urged the federal government to fully utilise strong laws
to confront those who incite violence or promote extremist
ideologies, stressing that protecting public safety must go hand
in hand with preserving dignity and social harmony.

In closing, the message from Bondi was one of national unity.
Australians stood side by side to reaffirm their shared values and
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to ensure that the Jewish community, like all communities,
feels safe, welcomed, and protected in this country.

As Australians from all ethnic and religious backgrounds,
we stand with the Bondi Beach community, and we stand
with Australia—united in love, peace, and compassion. This
is @ moment to come together around our shared values,
not to divide, for unity is our greatest strength.

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Social Media Is Addictive. Do Regulators Need to Step In?

Social media is designed to keep us scrolling even
when we know wed be better off putting the phone
down. Yale SOM’s Fiona Scott Morton and her co-
authors argue that smarter and more robust antitrust
enforcement can help, by making room for new social
media platforms that promote themselves as healthier
alternatives.

If you've ever delayed sleep to doomscroll on Twitter
or checked Instagram just one more time to see if
someone else liked that selfie, you know that social
media can be a time suck. But is it addictive?

A growing body of medical evidence suggests it is,
economist Fiona Scott Morton of Yale SOM writes in
a new paper, co-authored with James Niel Rosenquist
of Harvard Medical School and Samuel N. Weinstein
of the Benjamin N. Cardozo School of Law. That has
important implications for how regulators should
oversee social media platforms. And it also has
surprising implications for antitrust enforcement.
Scott Morton, Rosenquist, and Weinstein argue that
antitrust enforcement has long relied on assumptions
about how to measure consumer welfare that simply
don’t work when a company is making a habit-forming
product. Indeed, Scott Morton points out, the entire
field of behavioral economics has arisen to give us
more sophisticated ways to understand “irrational”
decision making, including evaluating the impact on
our welfare of goods and services that come with self-
control issues, from gym memberships and energy-
inefficient air conditioners to opioids.

The addictive qualities of social media are
compounded by a lack of competition in the industry.
When air conditioners compete, the more efficient
ones can gain an advantage by advertising their low
running costs. But without meaningful social media
competition or regulation, companies have little
incentive to change the addictive quality of their
content.

“We don't want to ban cars because they are
dangerous, nor would that be a good solution for
social media,” Scott Morton emphasizes. “Instead we
limit the danger of cars with tools like speed limits,
traffic lights, drivers’ licenses, and seatbelts—and
we have lots of competition and choice. In digital
media we need to find a way to control the stuff
that’s harming us, and our children in particular,
while keeping the healthy part” She believes smarter
antitrust enforcement could help, making room for
newer and safer social media platforms in the market
as well as more competition.

For decades, the medical community was hesitant
to accept that addiction was possible without the
ingestion of a physical substance. But, as Scott Morton
and her co-authors write, growing understanding of
so-called behavioral addiction has chipped away at
that resistance. In fact, gambling addiction is now
recognized in the latest edition of the American
Psychiatric Association’s Diagnostic and Statistical
Manual of Mental Disorders.

Social media and gambling can hijack the brain’s
reward system in similar ways, the researchers argue.
In the case of gambling, you'll keep pulling the slot-
machine lever even after you've lost hundreds of
dollars, just in case the next one is a winner; in the

case of social media, you'll get lost in the infinite
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scroll, no matter what else you should be doing.

It's no coincidence that many of us find social media
so hard to resist. The business model platforms have
adopted depends on people giving up their time:
the longer a user is swiping away, the more revenue-
generating ads they’ll see. Features such as likes,
comments, autoplay, and algorithmic promotion of
emotionally arousing content are designed to keep
users coming back again and again.

Scott Morton has seen it all firsthand. “Twitter will
show me some posts, I'll look at them, and then two
minutes later, they’ll meter out some more...You can
watch them try to drip it out so that I stay on the
platform longer,” she says.

In theory, of course, there’s nothing wrong with
spending a lot of time on social media. Companies
have argued that the hours we log represent positive
engagement with the platform: we like what we're
seeing, and so we stay.

But in practice, Scott Morton and her co-authors note,
survey data finds that a large number of heavy social
media users wish they used social media less because
of its negative effects on their lives—a classic tug-
of-war between short-term impulses and long-term
goals that is a hallmark of compulsive behavior. Early
data also links social media use among adolescents
to mood disorders and ADHD. The dangers seem
particularly acute for girls.

So, what does this all mean for regulators trying to
decide whether social media platforms are engaging
in anti-competitive conduct? Baked into antitrust
enforcement is the idea of increasing consumer
welfare: enforcement ought to make life better for

consumers by promoting competition so that goods

become cheaper, better, or both.

And economists have long argued that one especially
useful way to look at consumer welfare is through
what's called output—the quantity of goods or services
produced in a given market. “Historically, we have
thought of pro-competitive things as being those that
increase output and non-competitive things as those
that decrease output,” Scott Morton explains.

If the merger of two ice cream companies results in
an overall larger ice cream market, then (the basic
argument goes) consumers must have benefited,
either because ice cream was cheaper and they bought
more, or because it was better and they bought more.
If the merger reduces the size of the ice cream market,
it must have been anticompetitive.

But the logic of output maximization falls apart when
it comes to any addictive product. For someone
addicted to, say, OxyContin, giving them more
OxyContin represents an increase in output—but it
surely doesn'’t represent a simple increase in consumer
welfare.

“This shortcut, which is, ‘Let’s use an output measure
like number of pills to proxy for consumer surplus;—
it isn’t a valid shortcut anymore, not when you've got
an addictive product,” Scott Morton says. “Giving
people a larger quantity of something they’re addicted
to is likely not increasing social welfare”

So, rather than looking at output, regulators need
to take a more expansive view of consumer welfare,
Scott Morton and her co-authors argue—a view that
incorporates the specific nature of the product in
question. In the case of social media, an antitrust case
might rely on whether a company’s business model
offers incentives for addiction or has other negative
effects on users’ behavior.

By looking at social media companies from this
perspective, regulators can promote competition and
innovation. It may seem paradoxical to argue that the
answer to the problem of social media is more social
media, but there’s good reason to believe it. Basic
consumer protection regulations would also help by
creating a level playing field.

With more companies vying for users, Scott Morton
explains, they’ll have a greater incentive to differentiate
in ways users value. In all kinds of markets—cars,
movies, food—companies have thrived by promoting
themselves as the safe option. A non-addictive social
media platform could have similar consumer appeal.
“More social media sites means I can choose the site
that offers me fewer ads, less addiction, more of the
content that interests me,” Scott Morton says.

How far are we from a world of safer social media?
Scott Morton thinks there’s reason to be optimistic.
Indeed, considering how long it took to rein in
exploitative practices in products such as cigarettes
and credit cards, there’s an argument that social
media regulation is on a fast track.

Lawmakers and regulators are paying more attention
because “today, the harms are really much more
visible to everybody,” Scott Morton says. “I think the
younger generation is speaking up more and they
understand it. The Europeans are moving quickly. So
all of that is, I think, creating an environment where

there might really be some progress.”

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Communities pay l_milmtm toBondishooting
victims in Sydney and Melhourne vigils

Twenty-four hours removed from a terror
attack at Bondi that killed 15 people,
community members returned to the beach
to pay tribute to the victims of Australia’s
deadliest mass shooting in decades.

Fifteen people were killed — including a
ten-year-old girl — when a father and son
opened fire on members of Australia’s Jewish
community who had gathered at the beach
to mark the first day of Hanukkah.

On Monday, more than 1,000 people gathered
outside Bondi Pavilion to pay their respects,
with many Sydneysiders in the crowd visibly
grieving the terror attack.

NSW Premier Chris Minns and Opposition
Leader Kellie Sloane both attended the vigil,
each placing flowers at the memorial site.

A Menorah was brought down to the Bondi
Pavilion by members of the local Jewish
community, who gathered around the site to
see it lit.

Rabbi Yossi Shuchat addressed the crowd,
telling the story of Hanukkah and lighting
candles to mark the second night of the
Jewish holiday.

“Yesterday was a tragic event, which words
cannot explain,” he told those gathered.
“Lightness will always persevere; darkness
cannot continue where there is light”

The lighting of the candles coincided with 24
hours passing since the terror attack began
at Bondi Beach, with hundreds of Jewish
community members united in singing
traditional songs in Hebrew and English,
before the Australian national anthem was
also sung.

NSW Christian Alliance Council chaplain
Michael Smith addressed the crowd with
what he called a message of love, unity and
hope in a time of darkness.

Mr Smith said many people present for the

shooting had returned to the site of the attack
to show their support.

“I have spoken to dozens and dozens of
people today, and many of them were actually
here at the time of the incident, reliving their
stories,” he said.

“The amazing thing is that they were here
today, still showing support, standing
together. And that is powerful”

Interstate events go ahead in show of
solidarity

Vigils were also held in Melbourne, with
thousands gathered at a synagogue in
Caulfield, a suburb that serves as a traditional
heart of the city’s Jewish community.

More than 2,000 people packed Caulfield
Shule to capacity, with members from both
the Labor and Liberal parties in attendance,
including Premier Jacinta Allan and
Opposition Leader Jess Wilson, and Deputy
Prime Minister Richard Marles, the federal
member for Corio.

Acknowledgement of Ms Allan’s attendance
at the event was met with a chorus of boos,
with some in the congregation shouting
“shame” at the premier. Conversely, Ms
Wilson’s presence was met with cheers.
Speakers wept as they read the names
of shooting victims out to the gathered
congregation, which later rose to its feet
to sing songs during the lighting of the
Menorah.

Across town at Fed Square, community
members gathered as planned for a
multicultural Hanukkah event.

Fed Squarewaslitin whitein commemoration
of the attack, along with other major
Melbourne landmarks including the MCG,
Flinders Street Station and the Bolte Bridge.
Event organiser Rabbi Gabi Kaltmann
said Monday’s gathering at Fed Square was

especially important in the wake of the
attacks, and urged the Jewish community to
stay strong.

“I have been telling my community that we
must be vigilant, of course, but we cannot
kowtow, we cannot back down,” he said.
“We must continue to be proud of our
heritage, our tradition, and that we’re Jews.
We can't hide that”

Rabbi Kaltmann personally knew victims of
Sunday’s mass shooting and described being
unable to sleep overnight due to the shock.
“I've known Rabbi Eli Schlanger for 20 years.
Rueven Morrison is my best mate’s father-in-
law;” he said.

“These are community members, colleagues,
friends, good people”

Smoking ceremony held in Hyde Park

A large crowd also gathered in Sydney’s
Hyde Park for a vigil to commemorate the
lives lost, injured and traumatised in Bondi’s
attack on Sunday.

The event was organised and led by the ACT
Children’s Commissioner for Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander Young People, Vanessa
Turnbull-Roberts, a proud Bundjalung
Widubul-Wiabul woman.

The gathering opened with a traditional
smoking ceremony to offer an opportunity
for healing.

“I hold my hand on my heart because its
beating, but there are over 10 lives where they
don't get to do that. There are over 10 lives
that were taken by the harm of extremism,”
Ms Turnbull-Roberts said.

The vigil also included speeches from First
Nation community members as well as
spokespeople from the Jewish Council of
Australia and the Australian Imams Council.
Rabbi Jeffrey Kamins from the Emmanuel
Synagogue in Woollahra said while the
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perpetrators’ “intent was to murder Jews’, Australians had stood
together united.

“So many in our Jewish community have received messages of love
from leaders in different faith communities, from Palestinian friends
and friends around this country, and in so doing, we are now learning
we are all just flesh and blood, and we are all also the light,” he said.
Bilal Rauf from the Australian Imams Council offered his “deep
heartbreak and condolences” as it reminded his own community of
the traumatic Christchurch massacre in 2019.

“We understand the pain and grief [of] our Jewish brothers and
sisters, and that’s why we say loud and clearly we stand with you,” he
said.

As he concluded his speech, Rabbi Kamins embraced him with a hug
to the applause of the gathered crowd.

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The $108 billion Warner Bros
and Netflix deal has sparked

A major deal between Netflix
and Warner Bros has sent shock
waves through Hollywood and
sparked backlash.

The $108.5 billion merger
means the streaming giant will
add shows and movies such as
Game of Thrones, titles from the
DC Universe, Dune and Harry
Potter to its portfolio.

In response, Hollywood’s elite
have launched an aggressive
campaign against the
acquisition, with major director
James Cameron calling the
buyout a “disaster”.

Here’s why.

What is the Netflix and Warner
Bros deal?

Netflix has confirmed it will
acquire Warner Bros Discovery’s
(WBD) film and television
studios and streaming service
HBO Max for an equity value of
around $108.5 billion.

The agreement came after a
weeks-long bidding war between
Netflix and Paramount.

After downplaying speculation
about  buying a  major
Hollywood film this year, the
streaming pioneer threw its hat
in the ring when WBD kicked
off an auction for the company
on October 21 after rejecting
several unsolicited offers from
Paramount Skydance.

In June, WBD announced
plans to split into two publicly
traded companies, separating its
cable television networks from
Warner Bros Studios, HBO and
the HBO Max streaming service.
What does the deal mean?
Netflix has been a powerful force
in Hollywood for years, ranking
as the world’s biggest streaming
service and the largest producer
of new content in California.
But this deal would make it even
stronger, providing a powerful
catalogue of titles and bolstering
its production capacity.

In addition, Netflix would also
take over millions of HBO Max
subscribers.

Netflix has promised to continue
theatrical releases for Warner

What does the deal mean for
Australian audiences?

Itis not yet clear what will change
and how soon that might be for
Netflix’s estimated 6.4 million
Australian subscribers.

Netflix sent an email to
Australian  subscribers  this
weekend that said nothing was
“changing today” and that both
HBO Max and Netflix would
continue to operate separately
for now.

“We have more steps to
complete before this deal is
closed, including regulatory
and shareholder approvals,” the
email read.

“You'll hear from us when we
have more to share.”

Warner Bros HBO Max was
the latest streaming
introduced to Australia this year.
Binge used to market itself as the
Australian streamer for HBO
shows like The White Lotus, Sex
and the City and The Last of Us,
but those titles were removed
when HBO Max entered the
Australian market.

It is unclear how the absorption
of HBO?s titles into Netflix will
affect pricing.

The deal is not officially done
as it first needs regulatory and
shareholder approval.

According to Netflix, the
transaction is expected to close
after the previously announced
